Over the holiday season, we had the pleasure of seeing our
children perform at this year’ s wonderful winter concert.

There have been many great events this school
year that have been organized and run by the very hard-
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working fundraising committee such as 80’ s night, Innis-
brook, Costume Sale, Flower Arranging Demo, Common
Sense with many more to come this new year. We have
raised alot of money through their efforts and your partici-
pation and will continue to do so in order to provide your
children the enriched educational experience uniqueto
MTW.

Here are afew examples of how your money has
been put to use already.

Kindergarten, Grades1 and 2:

New Victory Theater on 42™ Street: K and 1 enjoyed CIN-

These performances were followed by an audience Q & A
with the performers. Studio in a School: Thisisacreative,
hands-on art experience in the classroom that ties art to the
class curriculum.

The PTA recently funded awonderful trip for the 3" grad-
ersto visit the Hudson River Museum as part of their cur-
riculum. We have also helped with two science-related
tripsto Pier 84 aswell asavisit to the New Y ork Historical
Society to learn about Hudson River School paintings. A
study of many of the historical buildings along the Hudson

River, assisted by aliaison from Y oung Peoples Audi-
ences, including avisit to the Lindhurst Mansion, is
planned and will be funded by PTA.

4" grade:

The 4" graders are working with the amazing talents of
TADA, atheater company for children which is helping
Ted and Kristin's classes interpret the many stories of the
pilgrims, their travels on the Mayflower and the hardships
they endured. This program is 100% funded by the PTA.
5" grade:

The 5" graders, who are studying immigration and migra-
tion, are working with a playwright, (funded by monies
from the PTA) to interpret the memoirs of senior citizens
they have interviewed as a basis for a short documentary.
Afterwards, the students are planning on structuring a play
around their stories.

Asyou can see, the money we help raise each year
plays an integral part in your child’s education. Please con-
tinue your support to allow MTW maintain this high level
of enrichment for your children.
